Investment policy

This mixed sub-fund invests a minimum of two-thirds of its net assets in
shares, debt instruments and money market instruments of issuers based in
or exercising a dominant portion of their activities in emerging countries.
The sub-fund invests more than 60% and up to 100% of its net assets in
shares at all times.

In order to achieve its objective, the sub-fund may invest a maximum of
10% of its net assets in open-ended investment funds.

In addition, the sub-fund may invest in debt instruments issued or guaran-
teed by a state or international public bodies other than emerging coun-
fries.

The sub-fund may also make use of derivative products for hedging pur-
poses or to optimise the portfolio’s exposure.

The investment manager integrates and promotes sustainability factors
within his equity investment strategy by applying non-financial data to
the issuer valuation model. In terms of bond investments, the investment
manager will pay particular attention to ESG criteria by performing an ESG
rating of the various issuers based on qualitative and quantitative criteria.
Investments are made without any geographical, sector-based or mone-

tary restrictions.

The investments will be mainly made in securities issued in USD, local cur-
rencies or EUR. In principle, the foreign-exchange risk is not hedged. How-
ever, in exceptional cases and depending on the valuation outlook, cer-
tain currencies may be hedged.

Bonds and other equivalent securities may be issued or guaranteed by
companies, states or other entities.

The portfolio is actively managed on a discretionary basis without using a
reference benchmark.

The currency of the share class is expressed in EUR.

The investor has the right o redeem his shares on demand. The dealing in
shares is carried out on each complete bank business day in Luxembourg.
The attention of the investor is drawn to the fact that in exceptional cir-
cumstances, the possibility for the investor to request the redemption of
his shares may be limited or suspended.

These shares are distribution shares that may distribute dividends.
