 Objectives

 Investment portfolio 
2 Under normal market conditions, the sub-fund invests primarily

in a portfolio of units of funds investing in shares and bonds in a
flexible manner. The sub-fund may also invest in structured
products compatible with the investment policy. The sub-fund has
no geographic, sectoral or currency limits.

2 In order to benefit from or hedge against market fluctuations, or
for the purposes of efficient portfolio management, the subfund
may use derivatives.

 Investment process 
2 The Fund is actively managed without any link to any

benchmark.
On the basis of macroeconomic criteria, the manager selects
funds which he/she expects to be able to profit from market
conditions. Investments are spread across funds managed by
different entities that are independent from one another.
