Liquidity Risk: The risk that arises when adverse market conditions affect the ability to sell assets when necessary. Reduced liquidity may have a negative
impact on the price of the assets.
Allocation Risk: The risk that the allocation of investments between growth and value companies may have a more significant effect on the Portfolio’s Net
Asset Value (NAV) when one of these strategies is not performing as well as the other. In addition, the transaction costs of rebalancing the investments may,
over time, be significant.
